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Applications to Minnesota State Colleges and Universities skyrocketed during the first-ever National College Application Week, where each college and university waived its application fee.  The goal?  To increase access to college, particularly for students from groups underrepresented in higher education.
In keeping with that goal, Rainy River Community College is piloting a project waiving the $20 application fee for all students for the 2012-2013 academic year. Any applicant for fall 2012 or spring 2013 who has already paid their application fee will be refunded.

Rainy River Community College personnel hopes this project will streamline the application process, remove any financial barrier that may exist to apply to college, and increase the number of Minnesotans who complete a college certificate, diploma, or degree.  

According to a Georgetown University Center on Education and the Workforce study (1), by 2018, 70 percent of all jobs in Minnesota will require some postsecondary education. Many of those jobs will require a certificate or associate degree, not a baccalaureate degree.
At Rainy River Community College you can earn certificates, diplomas, and associate degrees in such fields as Industrial Technology and Practical Nursing, as well as the Associate in Arts degree – a transfer degree that covers the first two years of a four year degree.
